Step 1.  

Register  

Register your class and you are then allocated two partner classes.  

All classes receive a questionnaire which is incomplete. Some questions already exist; others still have to be compiled. With own visions and ideas, each of these questionnaires finally results as unique, thanks to your efforts and imagination in compiling additional questions. 

Step 2.  

getting started 

Your class divides into two halves.  

One half, (Group A) answers the questions by the allocated partner class. The other half, (Group B) creates questions for the partner class.  

Step 3. 

Group A answers the questions that already exist on the questionnaire.  

Group B completes the questionnaire with own questions. Once the questionnaire is complete, it’s then sent to the B Group of the partner class.Step 4. 

Step 4

Group A receives the questionnaire with the questions compiled by the A Group of their 

partner class. Each person considers the best answers to these questions, and a summary of 

the best answers is then made, providing a clear overview for the partner class. The completed questionnaire now goes back to your partner class.  

Group B : Evaluation of the completed questionnaire with the aid of the textbook. Consider new ideas for a shared climate protection project. Helpful tips and ideas are found here.  Now send these ideas to your partner class.  

 Textbook for the evaluation of the questionnaire  

1) Do new, leading questions suddenly spring to mind?  If so, raise them and ask.  

2) Using ten key words try and describe the situation in your partner class.  

3) What in your opinion is the most important, central keyword?  In what way are the other 

keywords connected to this particular keyword?  

4) Which answers totally surprised you, because you were expecting a completely different 

answer? What kind of answer did you expect?  

5) Imagine for a few moments that you are part of the class to whom you presented the 

questions. What would your wishes be for that particular country? What has your partner 

class suddenly made you aware of?  

6) What do the selected pictures and stories from your partner class tell you about them?  

Step 5 – Exchange and discussions over ideas  

From your partner class you have received carefully conceived ideas of how to best

contribute towards climate protection. You now discuss these ideas and plan further action.  

(The checklist helps). 

– Exchange and discussions over the presented ideas  

You have received a feedback from your partner class. They have informed you what they think of your ideas. Together, you now consider and plan further action.  (The checklist helps). 

 Step 6 – Realisation of the climate protection project  

Checklist for the realisation of a project:
